Eventually deter the bison from entering private land

Official start/end:

End of August to end of October
Project was conducted during late
summer and fall of 2008 & 2009

Success:
Land owners appreciate the service

Bison begin to move off of fields and back toward the park as soon as
they see humans
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Monitoring Bison Movement

Trail Cameras
Used to monitor how often each river crossing is used
And to monitor number of bison crossing throughout the day

Diversionary Fencing
Fences were built at 3 different high bison traffic locations
Each fence is located on a different quarter of land, each owned by a different
landowner

Success
One fence has been successful by stopping bison movement across that
guarter of land

Not Successful
Bison still travel through the two other fences

Bison have stopped moving onto the one quarter with the successful
fence but now spend time on other neighbouring fields
